What we did together in 2022





Started construction on Vista del Sol Apartments, providing 70 accessible, affordable housing units in Las Vegas, Nevada for very low-income seniors and people with physical disabilities.

Began development on Line Drive Apartments, a 122 unit accessible, affordable and supportive apartment community for families and persons experiencing homelessness or at risk of homelessness as well as extremely and very low-income adults with physical and/or cognitive disabilities in Reno, Nevada.
