What we did together in 2025





Inspired participation in Let’s Open Some Doors support campaign sponsored by Maguire Agency, Mahoney CPAS, SFM Mutual Insurance, RBC Wealth Management and U.S. Bank, which helped us reach you and hundreds of prospective supporters about our mission. This campaign began with our Mission Support Luncheon held in St. Paul, Minnesota in October as an in-person event and continued until year-end.





Hired and trained professional staff to support and manage the needs of over 4,300 residents and service recipients. Increased employee base by 1.65% along with starting wages for Direct Support Professionals by 5.25% in Minnesota and 6.25% in Nevada. Provided over 450,000 hours of care on a 24/7/365 basis to residents.





Expanded renovation and remodeling as part of Accessible Space, Inc.’s (ASI) Preservation Initiative at 9 locations serving people in California, Minnesota, Montana, Illinois, Nevada and South Dakota with new elevators, flooring, HVAC, soffits, roofs, outdoor living spaces, parking lots and sidewalks, garages, windows, water heaters, interior and exterior painting, lighting, security cameras, sprinkler systems, and raised gardens. 





Reduced vacancy rate in ASI’s 126 managed properties in 23 states from 11.6% to 7.8%.





Secured 20 major corporate, family and government grants for project and general operating support to further the mission of ASI to provide accessible, affordable” housing with care” to over 4,300 people.





Increased average monthly census at ASI’s Nevada Community Enrichment Program (NCEP) in Las Vegas, Nevada from 71 to 95 with positive outcomes for clients. NCEP’s three-year accreditation was approved by the Commission on Accreditation of Rehabilitation Facilities (CARF) beginning in April 2025 and extending through May 31, 2028.





Continued construction of Line Drive Apartments, a 51 unit accessible, affordable and supportive apartment community for families and persons experiencing homelessness or at risk of homelessness as well as extremely and very low-income adults with physical and/or cognitive disabilities in Reno, Nevada. Projected opening is in April, 2026.


Demonstrated our values of public disclosure, responsible governance, sound financial management and ethical fundraising by adhering to the Minnesota Charities Review Council’s Accountability Standards.
